Other reasons for chlorosis can be genetic
variation in the leaf pigment.

Figure 13. Many models of pH meters are
available; make sure you select one that is
accurate within 0.2 and has resolutions of 0.1 pH
units; range of pH 2 to 12; and 2-point
calibration, i.e., using a pH 4 and 7 buffer
solution. Less expensive models are not as
accurate and also need frequent replacement.
We recommend that you invest in a good quality
meter. Purchase calibration solutions of pH 4 and
7 and replace them once the expiration date has
passed.
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
